    SERV is an honor society for service that was started at Parrott Academy in 1995. This honor society is open to students in grades 9-12 who meet specific criteria. SERV stands for “Students Effectively Realizing their Value.” 
Students with over 100 hours/yr. are  recognized as Presidential Service Scholars. We are very proud of Parrott Academy’s role in “giving back” to our area, and we are excited about YOU joining in this effort.
You may perform community service now to count toward the December 31 deadline. The work must take place in the calendar year. I will accept documentation anytime for high school service file. This file not only keeps a record for SERV, it is also a cumulative report for you to use when you start applications for scholarships or college.
 To be eligible for SERV Society, you must meet these requirements:

1. A minimum of 12 hours of community service is required for induction. We hope you’ll do more! 2. A maximum of 6 of these qualifying hours can be those of “group credit”, e.g. service done outside of school but with a group, such as Boy Scouts or church youth group. (In other words, you must have a minimum of 6 individual hours – something you initiate or do on your own, not with a formal group, such as Scouts, Youth group or a mission trip)

3. Service on school grounds does not count unless specifically designated by Headmaster prior to starting the work.
4. Service performed through other school clubs does not count. You may not miss class for service without prior permission from both the Headmaster and Advisor. Service should be done on your own time.
5. A SERV bulletin board and notices on campus promote events. Students may select from advertised opportunities or find their own activity. I am happy to help you find something in your home community and am hoping you will share opportunities with fellow students. Stop by and let’s talk about what you are doing – I am here to help guide you. 
6.You may NOT work for a private business or individual. If you aren’t sure about an activity, ask! 
7.Court appointed service may not be used for SERV hours.
7. If an individual makes arrangements and recruits other students to help in a project, he/she can receive hourly credit for that organizational effort. I will help you with this.
8. Mission trips, anything done with church group or during church services & anything with Scouts = GROUP hours.

9. For mission trips, only WORK time and required meetings count. Do not count travel, meals, sleeping time.
10. After induction, a student must maintain an annual requirement of 12 hours to remain an active member. In other words, you must qualify each year. 

 If you perform volunteer service, you should get a statement of the number of hours you worked, the activity involved and the specific dates of your work. This should be on the organization’s letterhead and should be signed by an official with a telephone number listed. Students may not document other students’ work.  Parents may not document a child’s service; it must be an official of the organization. If you have a question about the approval of a proposed service activity, you may call me at school or home. A form for documentation and some sample letters of documentation are all available on the Parrott website under Students/Community Service. Download the form and carry it with you to be signed.
Most school or community service activities (hospital, soup kitchen, Habitat for Humanity, nursing home, etc.) are acceptable. As you plan for summer, keep volunteerism in mind! Most hospitals will permit 14 year old students to be “volunteens.” Vacation Bible Schools and Arts Councils are always looking for good help in their programs Check your community newspaper for other options.
My office is in the high school, so I hope you will stop by for a visit. I am looking forward to working with you over the next four years. Share this information with your parents!
